Adhesion – water can be attracted to other materials

Cohesion – water is attracted to other water molecules

Surface tension – is a name we give to the cohesion of water molecules at the surface of a body of water.  Each molecule in the water drop is attracted to the other water molecules in the drop.  This causes water to pull itself into a shape with the smallest amount of surface area, a sphere on top of the penny.  All the water molecules on the surface of the penny are holding each other together or creating surface tension.  

Water is a polar molecule.  There are more electrons (6 in outer shell) on the Oxygen side and a smaller amount (1 in outer shell) on the Hydrogen side.  Hydrogen is giving electron to Oxygen and Hydrogen becoming positive now.  
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
